Guest Speaker –Clinton Slaughter, Director of Admissions and Records



Clinton spoke on a new automatic drop policy that will be implemented for the summer/fall 2010 semester.  The new policy will give students 7 days to pay their fees once they have registered for classes.  Students who do not pay their fees in full by the 7 day deadline will be dropped from their courses. Students who receive financial aid, scholarships, Patron Payments (Dept of Rehab, social services) and GI Bills will be exempt.  Non exempt students will be given the option to set up a payment plan.  Payment plans will take place through a third party vendor.  The vendor has not been selected so specific details have not been determined.  Students who drop before the drop date will still receive a refund.   Advertising for this new policy will take place many ways including MyBC, website, class schedule, college catalog, welcome packets, e-mails, and START.  The college will benefit from this new policy in many ways.  Students will be more committed to enrollment.  Those students who are not as committed will be dropped from their courses allowing committed students to enroll.  The college will also be collecting fees earlier in the semester and will cut back on student owed debt.  Currently if a student owes fees, there are holds on their account.  They cannot check out a book, request a transcript or enrollment verification and register for classes.  There is no penalty for not paying on time.  Three different policies were proposed but this one was selected by the board.
